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Cooperation and Conflict

G-Level of cooperation between 
Congress and the president have varied 
throughout history

G-Best relations exist between two 
branches when President makes few 
demands on Congress

G-Recent Presidents have found it hard 
to work with Congress



Constituents and Conflict

ÅNational electorate chooses presidents 
they believe will carry out policies that 
are in the best interest of the nation

ÅVoters choose whoever they feel meet 
their particular interests

ÅSenators and Representatives often 
differ with the president about public 
policy



Checks & Balances

FGives the Congress and the 
President the power to 
counteract each other.

FIf the president threatens to 
veto a law congress can 
over ride the veto because 
their state or district may 
benefit from it.
