Constitutional Provisions

ÅExpressed powers, or enumerated powers ð

thelegislative powers of Congress in Article I, 

Section 8, Clauses 1-18.

ÅNecessary and Proper Clause ðimplies that 

Congress has powers beyond those in the first 

17 clauses, called the implied powers. 



Listed Powers of Congress

ÅMoney Powers
ÅLay and collect taxes ðprovide for the defense and 

general welfare (Clause 1)

ÅBorrow money (Clause 2)

ÅEstablish bankruptcy laws (Clause 4)

ÅCoin, print, and regulate money (Clause 5)

ÅPunish counterfeiters of American currency (Clause 6)

ÅCommerce Powers
ÅRegulate foreign and interstate commerce
